Through this partnership, the Y is able to 
provide 1:1 or shared support counselors to children who qualify 
at no additional cost to the family. The Y also raises money 
during our annual campaign to provide support to campers who 
do not qualify for our grant funding. Campers of all abilities are 
able to enjoy summer camp in a safe, supportive, and inclusive 
environment.

Support counselors are available on a first-come, first-served 
basis. Each camper may receive support for 1 session (Camp 
Evergreen) or 2 weeks at other eligible camp locations.
